There is art after impressionism. 

Mark Cecil, in his installation exhibit 
at the Southern Ohio Museum, uses 
,abstract interpretations of recognizable 
images to create a refined distillation 
of the reality we know. 

Cecil's sculpture fil Is the Kricker 
Gallery with visual images of migration 
and travel. Talf, stark sculptures of 
telephone poles and electrical towers 
lean as if in motion. Astroturf 
airplanes are silhouetted on the floor. 
Birds perch on electrical wires. 
Minimalist house frames equipped with 
fans blow wind at each other; Squat 
brick suitcases provide a visual pun and 
balance the tal I, thin poles, With 
these images, Cecil creates a microcosm 
of · all airports, interstate htghways, 
and less-traveled roads. 

The exhibit even engages its viewer 
as an ·intrinsic part. The viewer must 
move through the gallery, a 
minl-m~gration, The viewer provides 
this motion, and giant electrical fans 
provide other real physical motion, 

' Even the stationary sculptures slant at 
angles that suggest movement. 

The migration images also include 
those of distant, invisible traveling 
companions; hence the exhibit's title, 
"Between Tha Fading Voices." A bench in 
one corner of the gallery is a physical 
manifestation of the i so I at ion o.f 
traveling: one functional seat is 
separated from one made of chicken wire 
oy a marked distance of empty space.

wind, and two live birds occasionally 
chirp at each other. A horizon line 
written around the gallery's walls is a 
I ine of forced stream-of-conciousness 
conversation, exactly as if spoken after 
eight hours on the road, discussing 
taxes, Uncle Bill and Disney World. 

Tltough very modern and very abstr~ct, 
Cecil's work uses many components of 
traditional artistk style. Careful 

·composition balances the imposing 
vertical structures with the sgtiat 
suitc:ases, flat shadows and extensive 
horizon line. Like an drchitect, Cecil 
takes into account the space surrounding 
them and copies the museum's columns in 
his predominantly vertical sculptures. 

Cecil's exhibit never lets us forget 
that art is not life, but rather an 
illusory recreation. The abstractness 
of the sculptures is a removal from 
reality. Still, this removal 
concentrates on one aspect of our 
reality~igration-and, in so doing, 
distills our reality and makes it more 
understandable. When abstract art can 
capture lofty human abstracts as Mark 
Cecil's sculpture does, then there is 
art after impressionism.

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The British Invasion: The Old and the New 

It seems that whenever British influence pervades 
American culture. we hear news of a coming British 
Invasion. These British invasions can yield the most 
unique media. A British Invasion of 1964 gave us the 
Beatles, the R~I ling Stones, and the Kinks. A 
less- touted invasion in the early 180s brought us 
Duran Duran, ~ulture Club, and the Eurythmics. The 
impact has been left on filmdom, as wel I. This week, 
we look a~ two different movies from these two 
d\fferent Brifish Invas ions. 

, the Beatles• second feature fi Im, was first 
released theatrically In 1965. For the- purpose of 
home video, the color has been reprocessed f.:,,• a 
sharper picture. The sound has been remixed, making 
the music sound crisper. But one thing hds not 
changed about Help! : It remains great fun to watch. 

Fer those who are not familiar with the story, 
Ringo acquires a ruby ring. He and his bandmates find 
trouble when we learn the ring is to be worn by 
sac~ificial victims of an , Eastern religious cult. 
Mayhem ensues as the Beatles are chased throughout 
LoPdon, Austria, and the Bahamas by the cult's 
henchmen and a frustrated evil scientist. 

Help! is nothing more than a vehicle for the Fab 
Four. Its mod James Bond feel may quall f? !t as a 
period piece,· but It is stl 11 fuhny and e:~ci-ting 22 
y,eM"-s after its inith1I release. There ls. thto slwer 
tt.i-1 It of , watching the Beatles at play. Ringo 
ditolays a wonderful adroitness for slapstick. Paul 
a~cf - George remain cool and unruffled- throughout, as if 
t~&y know they are the stars of this movie and wil I 
always come out on top. John delivers his lines in a 
drol I Liverpool drawl, ell-citing laughter with almost 
evflf'y word from his lips. Leo McKern and Elanor Bron 
a~e good for a few laughs as the cult leaders. Vic.tor 
~pinneti borders on the unwatchable as the scientist 
ir.i~nt on control I ing the world with the ring. But a 
few moments of his hanvntng does little to tarnish the 
merriment of Help! 

Whether one is a fan of t~f Beatles or'r.o;, 
wi 1·1 be greatly enjoyed by any fan of the .aov !es. My 
only beef with the film, though, is its simi ~arities 
'to the o!d Monkees TV series ( t , 11m onl y kiddlnq! ). 

When Chariots of Fire and Ghandi worked their 
Oscar ond, thus, box office magic Jn 1981 and 1982 
respective I y, there was ta I k of a new Br It i sh I :,•ns ion 
on Hollywood. A Room with a View can &dd credence to 
thif. argument. Ruth Prawer Jhabvala 1 s script won the 
Best Screenplay Adaphtion award et this ,'.'Cti,••s 
Ac<2dclliy Awards-, and the film received seven other 
nomi;,ations, including Best Film and Best Olrector 
(James Ivory).

George Emerson (Jul Ian Sands) and his father '(Best 
Supporting Actor nominee Denholm El I iott), There is a 
genuine attraction between Lucy and George from the 
beginning, but we know thel.r relationship wi 11 not be 
a smooth one. The Honeychurches are followers of the 
Victorian ideal. Charlotte and Lucy's mother 
(Rosemary Leach) are quite prim and proper. The 
beliefs of their age are instilled in them exactingly. 
The Emersons are in the same societal class as the 
Honeychurch's, but are also a periect foil. George 
and his father are f~ee-thinkers, and are not slaves 
tQ inhibitions. They symbOlize the waning reign of 
the Victorian Age. As Mr. Emerson states, "It's 
ridiculous- ~hese niceties. They go against common· 
sense; every kind of sense. I don't care what I see 
outside. 'My vision ••• is ~ithin." 

Lucy, alS'O, has grown weary ~f being too worried 
about what others may t~ink. She is a talented, 
bright, headstrong young woman. She Is unhappy with 
her arranged engagement to Cecil Vyse (Daniel Day 
Lewis; this guy plays a great twit!). Lucy and G~orge 
would make a lovely couple, but how could they ever be 
joined t ogether with so many obstacles? The answer is 
revealed to us as the plot thickens, twists, turns, 
and c Ii maxes. 

The theme of A Room w,ith a View is exemplary of any 
of Forster's works: per sonal emotion and impulse are 
elevated above social conventions. One might also 
note the fi lm 1 s study of confl lets within certain 
structures. The ~oneychurches and the Emersons may 
share the same economic class, but they definitely 
ho Id different vi e',ll)Q i nts. FI orence is a picturesque

In addition to five amateur bands competing 
for cash, two local bands with their sights set on 
landing major recording contracts are scheduled to 
appear. The bands, who perform origiRal material 
only, are Northern Express and (in the tradition of e. 
e. cummings and 'til tuesday) the real estate. 

Northern Express is I ed by 
vocalist/guitarist/songwriter Hank Waring. Waring's 
recording career began at the age of seventeen when he 
released the single "Dawn" b/w "Yes I'm A Man". The 
record, r~corded with session musicians, received a 
respectable amount of local airplay. 

In 1978, Waring became a member of the Whiskey 
River Band, who, during their five year duration, 
released two singles and toured much of the United 
States. Their second release , 1982 1 s "Southern 
Ohio", was a Waring-penned tune that reached the 
position of #22 on the Tri-State Top 50 during the 
summer of that year. 

From 1983 to 1986, Waring devoted much of his time 
to songwriting, and has ultimately reaped the 
benefits. _ 

In 1983, he entered "Tools of the Trade", a song he 
recorded with t~e Whiskey River Band, In the Kentucky 

Fried Chicken Songwriter's Contest, and won in the 
local competition. 

His big success, however, came last year, when 
"Little White Lies" not only won local honors, but 
placed in the top fifty nationally, winning out over 
45,000 other applicants. 

Waring's new band, Northern Express, is scheduled 
to go into the recording studio in May to record their 
debut album, Ride Like the Wind. Waring describes 
the songs as being a-mixture of country, country-rock, 
and Southern rock, The album is due to be released in 
July. 

The other members of Northern Express are 
guitarists Danny Charles and Bob Shelpman, bassist Joe 

Poole, and drummer Dan Poole.
