Dear Editor: 
All right - no one seems 
to have said anything 
about the January 16th 
Opinion entitled 
"Where's the Southern 
Ohio Hospitality?" So, 
at the risk of being 
called just another of the 
insensitive campus 
louts, let me express a 
few 
doubts. As a reminder, 
the author claimed that 
he/she would not be 
transferring to SSU 
because they were treat-
ed so rudely due to 
their disability. At first I 
thought this was a joke, 
but then decided it was 
not. To quote: "I am 
blind in my left eye. 
Last week I suffered a 
perforated cornea in my 
right eye. I'll never be 
able to see out of it 
again (this I knew years 
ago). The perforation is 
extremely painful. while 
awaiting surgery I have 
taken to wearing a patch 
that completely covers 
the eye. I can see well 
enough with one eye to 
read a book, take notes 
in class, and even drive 
a car, provided I am 
wearing corrective lens-
es" I must admit I am 
confused. Let's see -
one eye is blind, the 
other eye is perforated 
and must be covered 
with a patch, but he/she 
can still see fine with 
corrective lenses. First, 
why did they know years 
ago that they would 
never see out of the 
right eye if it is due to a 
perforated cornea from 
an injury or accident? 
Did they spend several 
years planning to poke 
themselves in the eye

they are having surgery, 

will they see out of the 
eye again after all? And 
second, is it really safe 
to drive a car if one eye 
is blind and the other is 
covered with a patch? · 
Gosh, maybe there is a 
third eye? That might 
explain the supposed 
stares, as well.Seriously, 
maybe this person sim-
ply could not write a 
coherent paragraph 

about their medical con-
dition, but I still can't 
imagine how the sup-
posed ongoing campus 
hostility came to occur. I 
have found this campus 
as friendly as any I have 
attended or visited ( and 
better than many), and 
have never seen any 
disrespect of the dis-
abled on campus (quite 
the opposite). I'm sure 
there are a few idiots, 
but you'll find those any-
where. If there is indeed 
such great disrespect 

pervading the campus, 
then I am grateful that I 
have been somehow 
sheltered from it, and 
apologize in advance, 
for my ignorance, to 
those who have been 
mistreated. One might 
want to contact this per-
son to find out more 
about their experience, 
or discover the context 
of the perceived mis-
treatment - but the letter 
was published anony-
mously. This bothers 
me. It seems odd to 
make accusations that 
there is a climate of 
intolerance and rude-
ness on campus, and 
claim to want to "help" ; 
by bringing these to our 
attention, but then 

refuse to give one's 
name. I don't know 
exactly what transpired. 
I have my doubts that 
it happened the way the 
author claims. The 
passive-aggressive self-
pitying ending (". I'm sure 
I'll transfer to college 
somewhere, eventual-
ly."), after talking about 
someone in th'i! security 
office "pray[ing] for me 
and my girlfriend"sounds 
more like that email 
farce about the boy with 
a burlap bag for a body 
(if you haven't seen it, 
check it out, along with 
other email hoaxes and 
urban myths:

outabody.html). Like I 
said, I don't really know 
what happened, who this 
person is, or why they 
supposedly wanted to 
transfer here from anoth-
er unnamed school. But 
at least I'll put my name 
to my letter.

experience the student 
with the visual impair-
ment had on campus. I 
would like to say howev-
er, that SSU has many 
more students who are 
sensitive to disability 
related issues. I recent-
ly attended an RA pro-
gram sponsored by 
Ligeia Jewell and Brett 
Simpson · and was 
pleased to see students 
involved. The students 
who participated were 
given a temporary dis-
ability and students dis-
cussed the experience 
and how they overcame 
the limitations imposed 

by the disability. The 
program was a great 
lead in to the ADA pro-
gram (sponsored by the 
ADA Compliance 
Committee, Un_iversity-
Wide Personnel 
Development 
Committee) held the next 
day. Over seventy peo-
ple attended with a great 
deal of those being stu-
dents. Efforts are being 
made to encourage cam-
pus awareness of dis-
ability related issues. 
By law, (Americans with 
Disabilities Act and Sect. 
504 of the Rehabilitation 
Act) institutions are man-
dated to provide accom-
modations to individuals 
with disabilities. If you

evin Powell 
Visits Campus

In celebration of black his-
tory month, the Multicultural 
Student Affairs, here at Shawnee, 
invited Kevin Powell to be a guest 
speaker. Powell lectured at Clark 
Memorial Library on February 20, 
20()1 . 

Kevin Powell is well 
known for being on the hit MTV 
show "The Real World". He is also 
a poet, essayist, and political 
activist according to an introducto-
ry biography provided by the 
event's program. His topics range 
from racism, sexism, and classism 
to literature, history, and hip-hop. 

Brandy Humphrey (SSU basketball plqy-
er) and Maggie (McKinley Middle 
School student) work together to answer 
internet related questions during a men-
toring session at SSU.

Kevin Powell began his 
lecture on a personable level, 
informing his audience about his 
family and the hardships that they 
had to overcome. He also 
explained, early in Ute lecture, 
about black history month. 

Powell referred several 
times to the importance of history. 
He covered American history 
including important African-
American figures such as 
Fredrick Douglas, George 
Washington Carver, and Martin 
Luther King Jr. 

As the evening progressed, 
the monologue became more pas-
sionate when Powell addressed 
issues such as life in the inner city, 
legalized segregation, and educa-
tion. He covered, as his bio sug-
gested, sexism, classism, and hip-

hop culture. 
I attended this lecture with 

the ulterior motive of getting extra 
credit in one of my classes. 

When I went home from the lec-
ture my mind was reeling with 
questions and processing informa-
tion, it was overwhelming in a 
positive way. Kevin Powell chal-
lenges people to think critically, 
travel, and always continue learn-
ing. 

There are people who are 
unwilling to open their minds, to 
those he says, "don't use language 
that contributes to violence." This 
statement is one of the most 

things he said. He explained the 
difference between reactionary 

anger and proactive anger. Powell 
gave ex~ples of times in his life 
when he expressed reactionary 

anger, but then decided to direct 
the anger proactively. 

Although, Kevin Powell is 
an excellent speaker and a positive 
role model, I think his forceful 
enthusiasm could be interpreted, 
by some, as hostility. When he 
engages in conversation with the 
audience he becomes easily agi-
tated. Overall, he is an im"lfessive 
speaker; he is great at delh ering a 
monologue, now he needs to work -
on his dialogue.
