There have "been many other country artists who 
have the ability to write their own material as 
well as sing it.

You don't find many 
of the artists of today writing their own material 
and I think this is a great accomplishment. 

Yoakam's new album "Buenas Noches From A Lonely 
Room" is what you would expect from him.
